For the nursing study programme, the faculty has lecture rooms, seminar rooms, 
specialist classrooms and simulation laboratories. Student lectures are held in the 
lecture rooms with a capacity of 68, 58, 52, 45, 40, 24 and in the auditorium for 134 
students. Lectures in the profile courses are held in these lecture rooms. The rooms 
are equipped with standard computing equipment.

The faculty uses several information systems in which all the necessary information 
needed for students´ studies is concentrated.

At the 
same time, it serves to export payments for the needs of the economic sector. It 
ensures the export of documents for the operation of SMU information screens. 
EMTEST - System for recording and processing data for student cards in the full-time 
(ISIC card) and external (SMU student cards) form of study. 
E-LEARNING - System for distance education 
E-TEST - system for electronic testing students 
OFFICE365 – student email accounts  
The university's external presentation is ensured by the website.  
University Library of SMU  
The University Library of the Slovak Medical University in Bratislava (hereinafter UL 
SMU) has been built since the beginning of the education of health workers. UL SMU 
is a specialized library focused on medicine and related fields. Its users are students, 
teaching staff, physicians, pharmacists, scientific researchers and other health 
workers. It is located in the building at Limbova 12 in Bratislava. UL has on-hand 
warehouses of books and periodical literature. Catalogues (author's and systematic) 
can be found in the loan department. The library has an electronically processed 
library collection. 10 PCs with the internet access are available for readers in the study 
room with a connection to a printer. In addition to the loan service (present and 
absent), the library provides bibliographic and research services, consultations on 
library issues, international interlibrary loan service, interlibrary loan service, 
reprographic services related to library materials and organizes sales exhibitions of 
foreign medical books in cooperation with foreign publishers and suppliers. 
Periodicals are kept in the UL for 15 years, current contents and medical newspapers 
for 3 years and daily newspapers for a year. Collections of Acts and Bulletin of the 
Ministry of Health of the Slovak Republic are kept permanently.  
UL has access to the following databases: ScienceDirect, EbscoMedline, Scopus, 
BioMedCentral, Czech National Bibliography, FreeMedicalJournals, PQDT Open, 
PubMed, SpringerLink, Web of Science, Infotrac and freely available databases. As 
of 12/31/2021, the library fund contains – 35,840 library units and is constantly 
supplemented with current literature. The Department of Nursing has developed its 
own teaching texts for profile courses related to the field, which are available at the 
SMU university library and at the SMU COPY center.

Procedures for the transition 

Due to the study programme nature and its professional orientation, teaching in the 
study programme is provided face-to-face. The distance form of education was only 
used during the Covid-19 pandemic to ensure theoretical teaching. The Microsoft 
TEAM platform was used. Information regarding the transition from dace-to-face to 
distance education was made available to students and teachers in a timely manner 
through the website of the SMU seat in the domain of the faculty, through heads of 
departments and course teachers. Students were also continuously informed 



 

from contact teaching to distance

Head of 
department / or authorized persons provided information to ensure connection to 
TEAM with students even before the start of online teaching. SMU organized a 
webinar for teachers on the use of the TEAMs platform. At the faculty, a class team 
was created for individual years of the study programme through which online 
lectures were organied.

a) Required

The basic requirement for admission to the external form of study is the completion of the second-
degree study programme in the study programme and in the nursing field of study. Doctoral studies are 
governed by Act No. 131/2002 Coll. on higher education institutions and on the amendment of some 
regulations as amended by the third-degree of higher education. The goal of the study is to provide the 
doctoral student with the highest level of education in the given field, to prepare them for independent 
creative scientific research work by acquiring deep theoretical knowledge and mastering the methods of 
scientific work on the solved project. The Faculty of Nursing and Professional Health Studies (hereinafter 
the faculty) provides doctoral studies in the accredited field of study 25 Nursing.The requirements of 
admission are approved by AS FN&PHS SMU and the planned number of admitted applicants is 
approved by the Ministry of the Ministry of Social Affairs and Health. Information is published no later 
than two months before the application deadline.

The admission procedure is governed by the Study Regulations of SMU - Art. 8 Requirements of admission 
to study, Art. 9 Organizational security of the admission procedure, Art. 10 Admission procedure, Art. 11 
Deciding on the results of the admission procedure, Art. 12 AP documentation and the applicant's 
inspection of it, Art. 15 Registration for studies. 
 
Requirements for study applicants and the method of their selection - the faculty admits applicants for 
doctoral studies based on the admission procedure. Requirements for admission to study are published 
in advance on the website. The  requirements for accepting applicants and the course of the admission 
procedure are governed by the Principles of Doctoral Studies at the Faculty of Nursing and Professional 
Health Studies of SMU. The faculty announces the dates of the admission procedure for doctoral studies

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and lists the topics of final theses and supervisors of these theses on the faculty's official bulletin board 
and on the faculty website no later than 60 days before the last day of application submission. The 
application is submitted electronically in the prescribed SMU form (generated by the MAIS electronic 
system). The applicant is obliged to deliver the printed application with attachments to the office of the 
SMU or by mail to the address of the Dean's Office. Mandatory attachments to the application for 
doctoral studies are: notarized diploma copies of higher education of II. degree achieved in the nursing 
study programme (or other qualification documents) and the addendum to the diploma if it forms its 
annex and the certificate of the state examination, a professional CV (Europass format) including 
telephone and e-mail contact, an overview of published works and other activities highlighting the 
professional profile of the applicant, a certified copy on passing the state exam in a world language, the 
one about the achieved minimum level of B2 assessment of language skills according to the Common 
European Reference Framework (if the applicant has one), if the applicant does not have such a 
document on the day of the entrance exam, they also take an entrance exam in English or German, the 
name of chosen topic of dissertation which they apply for and elaborated theses of project in writing, 
receipt of payment of the administrative fee for the admission procedure. 
Requirements for admission to doctoral studies: completed higher education studies of II. degree in the 
field of nursing according to a special regulation including acquired rights (Government Regulation No. 
296/2010 Coll. on professional competence for the performance of the medical profession), the system 
of specialized fields and the system of certified work activities as amended by the later regulations 
wording of rights. In the case of applicants who have received their education abroad, necessary 
documentation of a document on the recognition of education according to § 7 of Act No. 422/2015 Coll. 
on the recognition of documents on education and on the recognition of professional qualifications and 
on the amendment of certain acts, b) successful completion of the entrance exam. The entrance exam is 
held in front of the committee, it consists of a professional exam, professional discussion on the topic and 
basic theses of dissertation,  the entrance exam in a world language (English or German) if the applicant 
does not submit documents about passing the state exam in a world language. When determining the 
order, the admissions committee takes into account the quality of the final thesis project, also takes into 
account the scope and quality of the applicant's professional publication activity and the results of their 
other professional activity, (e.g. results in SSPA, student scientific professional activity, competitions, 
foreign study stays and post-graduate internships, participation in projects, etc.) . Based on the evaluation 
of individual candidates for doctoral studies, the admissions committee determines the order of their 
success. The dean of the faculty decides on the acceptance or rejection of the applicant based on the 
proposal of the admissions committee, when deciding on the number of admitted applicants for full-time 
doctoral studies, they take into account the approved number of places for the given academic year.
